e Lori Meszler, a 23-year resident of the Village, presented a letter to the Village Board regarding the
property at 333 Stafford Ave. She has concerns about the stone fence the property owner is building on
his property. The fence, which is approximately 6 feet tall, is being built very close to the sidewalk
without any mortar or concrete to hold the fence in place. She is worried the fence could collapse on
someone walking past the property, or during the winter months the Village snowplow could hit the fence
causing it to collapse onto a Village employee. Mayor Ostrander stated that the Village is looking into
whether the resident needs a State permit since the residence is on a State road. Mayor Ostrander and
CEO Brown will be meeting with attorney Paul Hadley to investigate additional codes violations.

The area has been surveyed by Trouts Unlimited and they plan to
start work at the culvert on Main St. There is enough grant money from the County to do work to
the dam.
